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What Are We Doing??

T
oo long Christians have said to the world, "Meet me half way: we'll water down what we preach and the way we live, and you accept only some of the Bible and change only some of what you do!" And we Christians now accept only some of the Bible and change only some of what we do. And the world has begun demanding that we believe all of what they believe and do all of what they do.

Our Heavenly Father never suggested we form mergers with the world, negotiating with them to form strategic alliances as both sides compromise, in order to form a greater and a peaceful whole. 
34 Think not that I Am come to send peace on earth: I came not to send peace, but a sword. 
35 For I am come to set a man at variance against his father, and the daughter against her mother, and the daughter in law against her mother in law.
36 And a man's foes shall be they of his own household.
Matthew 10:34-36  The BIBLE

26 Woe unto you, when all men shall speak well of you! for so did their fathers to the false prophets.

And Jesus never once compromised; in His spending time with those He was evangelizing Jesus never once, in any tiny little way, became less Godly; the only changes made were always by the heathen. Our Heavenly Father demanded and demands then and now only complete, unconditional surrender of the world to Him. 

14 Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers: for what fellowship hath righteousness with unrighteousness? and what communion hath light with darkness?
15 And what concord hath Christ with Belial? or what part hath he that believeth with an infidel?
16 And what agreement hath the temple of God with idols? for ye are the temple of the living God; as God hath said, I will dwell in them, and walk in them; and I will be their God, and they shall be My people.
17 Wherefore come out from among them, and be ye separate, saith the Lord, and touch not the unclean thing; and I will receive you,
18 And will be a Father unto you, and ye shall be My sons and daughters, saith the Lord Almighty.

So, because we have accepted the world into our midst, trying to,"be all things to all men," we now think and act like the Humanists and Feminists, pursue casual, unmarried sex, trade spouses every few years, dress immodestly and speak like the heathen ("Oh my God,") try to make Sodomists feel at home in our churches, toke up with them whether legal or not, party and carouse with them, and do or be anything else that would make them feel less uncomfortable with people who have surrendered to the holy God. We change, dilute, compromise, hide, and then forget what we believe, if it is inconvenient, challenging, or condemning of something our nonChristian friends are guilty of. We are more concerned with making the heathen see how much we are like them than we are with helping them see how important it is that they take on the likeness of Christ. While we are supposed to be examples of the holy God, we seek to be as much as we can, like the heathen around us!

The more we try to make ourselves like the heathen the less able they are to see how unlike God they are.  And the less likely they are to wish to be like Him. In trying to make more disciples for Christ we have sought, and consciously worked to make ourselves less like Christ. We have both shamed our Heavenly Father, and hidden from the heathen the only Door through Whom they might enter the kingdom of God.

WHAT ARE WE DOING??

We are told that we must be tolerant and accepting of Sodomists so that they will feel comfortable to come into our churches and be saved. Yet, we don’t now see Sodomists coming into our churches and being saved. Rather, we now see the sin of Sodomy being accepted in our churches, and not being preached against, and pastors and congregation members leaving the church and pursuing Sodomy. And they don’t repent.

We are told that we must be understanding, and accept divorce in our midst, so that divorcees can heal from their painful divorce, and pursue God. Yet as a result we see others emboldened to themselves commit divorce too, and the men whose wives have been assisted in their leaving and divorcing their husbands see what the church has done to their family, and now no longer attend church at all, and they often completely fall away from Christ. And families continue to be destroyed. And there is no repentance.

We are told that to rebuke Fornicators either privately or publicly will cause division in the church, and merely drive the sinners away to other churches. So we see fornication increasing in our churches and being ignored by pastor and congregation, so that others see it as normal, and engage in it themselves. And they send themselves to hell.

We have become afraid of being relevant.  Afraid to actually preach repentance.  Afraid to offend.  Or, if we preach repentance, we speak only in general terms, and neither rebuke specific sins, nor the people committing them, making our preaching easy to ignore, and always, “about someone and something else, not about me, and what I am doing.” And sin increases, infiltrating the church, and dictating and leading what the church will and will not do and say. In our fear of actually doing something, we have become anemic and impotent, a paper tiger that looks and sounds good but accomplishes nothing. Both the world and the Church become ever-more sinful. And they don’t repent.

We are comfortable in being just like the world: offending no-one, accepting everyone, demanding nothing, ignoring everything.  And seeing absolutely no repentance; a conversion, or what is called one, is rare.
22 Because with lies ye have made the heart of the righteous sad, whom I have not made sad; and strengthened the hands of the wicked, that he should not return from his wicked way, by promising him life:
Ezekiel 13:22  The BIBLE

And, when (if) they reach heaven, such pastors will be able to proudly say to God: “We have held their hands, comforted them, assured them, and led them nowhere. We have spoken to them words of peace, and let them do whatever they wanted. We have turned a blind eye to their sin, and let them go to hell.”

14 They have healed also the hurt of the daughter of my people slightly, saying, Peace, peace; when there is no peace. 
15 Were they ashamed when they had committed abomination? nay, they were not at all ashamed, neither could they blush: therefore they shall fall among them that fall: at the time that I visit them they shall be cast down, saith the Lord. 
16 Thus saith the Lord, Stand ye in the ways, and see, and ask for the old paths, where is the good way, and walk therein, and ye shall find rest for your souls. But they said, We will not walk therein.
